Summary of what the rule says and the effect of the rule on those regulated:

The Department is proposing to readopt with amendment an interim rule Fis 303.16 relative to certain restrictions on trapping as a regular rule.   SB 337 (Chapter #0065) repealed certain restrictions on traps.  This legislative change was a request of the Department so the Department could implement rules under the authority of RSA 210:23 to implement the same requirements and add the 220 size trap.  The Department then did so by interim rule. Further amendments are proposed to clarify some of the language and remove statutory references pertaining to setting traps for bear.

               The amendment to Fis 303.10 would require the previous years trapping report information to be filed with the department before a trapping license would not be issued.

Fis  303.16  Restrictions on Certain Traps.

(a)  No person shall set any conibear type body gripping trap which equals or exceeds the size of a 220 conibear except:

(1)  Five feet or more above the ground or surface of the snow with the exception of a snowstorm during the previous 24 hours; or
(2)  In water for trapping beaver or otter
