Statement Relative to Part I, Article 28-a of the N.H. Constitution:


The proposed amendments of Fis 303.10 (d) and 303.16 relating to trapping does not violate the New Hampshire Constitution, Part 1, Article 28-a.  The rules do not impose any programs or responsibilities on any political subdivision of the state nor is any political subdivision involved in the process from an administrative perspective.




Amend Fis 301.06(c)(4) effective 5/26/04 (doc #8085) to read as follows:

(c)  Black bear may be taken by the aid and use of bait subject to the following:
(4)  No person shall place bait for the purpose of attracting and taking bear at more than one bait site in WMU's A, B, D1, H1, H2, I2, K, L, and M or 2 bait sites in the remainder of the state;
Amend Fis 301.09 effective 5-26-04 (doc #8085) by: amending paragraph (d); repealing paragraph (r) and reserving the paragraph; and amending paragraph (s) to read as follows:


(d)  Only one application per person shall be entered in the lottery.  Any person who turns in an incorrect state of residency on an application shall be disqualified from the lottery process and shall not be eligible to receive a permit.  State of residency for purposes of the moose lottery application process shall be the person’s state of residence, pursuant to RSA 207:1 XXIII, at the deadline date for moose lottery applications. 

(r)  Reserved.

(s)  The permittee and subpermittees shall return a signed statement that they have read and understand the current year's New Hampshire moose rules.  The statement shall be received at the Concord office no later than the last working day in July.  Late statements received via U.S. mail shall be accepted provided they are postmarked no later than midnight on the third Friday in July.
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
